But you have come to Mount Zion and to the city of the Living God, the Heavenly Jerusalem, and to 

innumerable angels in festal gathering, and to the assembly of the firstborn who are enrolled in Heaven, 

and to God, the Judge of all, and to the spirits of the righteous made perfect, and to Jesus, the Mediator 

of a New Covenant, and to the sprinkled blood that speaks a better Word than the blood of Abel.

The cup of blessing that we bless, is it not a participation in the Blood of Christ? The bread that we break, 

is it not a participation in the Body of Christ? Because there is one bread, we who are many are one 

body, for we all partake of the one bread . . . For I received from the Lord what I also delivered to you, 

that the Lord Jesus on the night when He was betrayed took bread, and when He had given thanks, He 

broke it, and said, “This is My Body, which is for you. Do this in remembrance of Me.” In the same way 

also He took the cup, after supper, saying, “This Cup is the New Covenant in My Blood. Do this, as 

often as you drink it, in remembrance of Me.” For as often as you eat this bread and drink the cup, you 

proclaim the Lord’s death until He comes. Whoever, therefore, eats the bread or drinks the cup of the 

Lord in an unworthy manner will be guilty concerning the body and blood of the Lord. Let a person 

examine himself, then, and so eat of the bread and drink of the cup. For anyone who eats and drinks 

without discerning the body eats and drinks judgment on himself.

Who receives this sacrament worthily? Fasting and bodily preparation are certainly fine outward training. 

But that person is truly worthy and well prepared who has faith in these words: “Given and shed for 

you for the forgiveness of sins.” But anyone who does not believe these words or doubts them is 

unworthy and unprepared, for the words “for you” require all hearts to believe.

Falsely are our churches accused of abolishing the Mass; for the Mass is retained among us and 

celebrated with the highest reverence. Nearly all the usual ceremonies are also preserved . . . For 

ceremonies are needed to this end alone: that the unlearned be taught what they need to know of Christ 

. . . The people are accustomed to partake of the Sacrament together, if any be fit for it, and this also 

increases the reverence and devotion of public worship. For none are admitted except they be first 

examined.

      14Yet it was kind of you to share my trouble. 15And you Philippians yourselves 

know that in the beginning of the Gospel, when I left Macedonia, no church entered into 

partnership with me in giving and receiving, except you only. 16Even in Thessalonica you 

sent me help for my needs once and again. 17Not that I seek the gift, but I seek the fruit that 

increases to your credit. 18I have received full payment, and more. I am well supplied, 

having received from Epaphroditus the gifts you sent, a fragrant offering, a sacrifice 

acceptable and pleasing to God. 19And my God will supply every need of yours according 

to His riches in glory in Christ Jesus. 20To our God and Father be glory forever and ever.

12And 

as He entered a village, He was met by ten lepers, who stood at a distance 13and lifted up 

their voices, saying, “Jesus, Master, have mercy on us.” 14When He saw them He said to 

them,  “Go and show yourselves to the priests.” And as they went they were cleansed. 
15Then one of them, when he saw that he was healed, turned back, praising God with a 

loud voice; 16and he fell on his face at Jesus’ feet, giving Him thanks. Now he was a 

Samaritan. 17Then Jesus answered,  “Were not ten cleansed? Where are the nine? 18Was no 

one found to return and give praise to God except this foreigner?” 19And He said to him,  

“Rise and go your way; your faith has made you well.”

And I believe in One 

Holy Christian and Apostolic Church, I acknowledge one Baptism for the remission of 

sins, and I look for the resurrection of the dead and the life T of the world to come.
